• These fittings need to be installed in accordance with and meet the requirements of the Water 

Supply (Water Fittings) Regulations 1999 and Scottish Byelaws 2004.

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Installation

1.Identify all components are present prior to installation.

2. Unscrew clicker mechanism (1) from flange (3). Remove flange from the waste body (6) by unscrewing 

the screw (2). 

3. Secure the waste body against the underneath of the bath with O-ring (5) in position using the flange 

(3) & screw (2), with the foam washer (4) between the flange & the bath. Is it recommended that a silicon 

sealant be applied to all sealing faces of washer (4).

4.Screw clicker mechanism (1) back into flange (3) Do Not Over Tighten.

5. Loosely use the conical washer (7), small fibre washer (8) & a nut (9), in the order shown to hold the 

tube (10) into the waste body (6)

6. Use the same process to assemble the over flow elbow (11) to the tube.

7. Secure the overflow elbow (11) to the bath with the O-ring (4) in position using the overflow face (12) 

& the overflow cover assembly (13) with the foam washer (4) between the overflow face & the bath.

8. As earlier, it is recommended that a silicon sealant be applied to both sealing faces of washer (4).

9. Tighten nuts (9).

10.The U-bend (15) is screwed onto the bottom of the waste body (6) with a large fibre washer (14) to 

seal. Orientate so that the extension tube (16), also seal using a large fibre washer, will be in the desired 

position to connect to your exit pipework (Not Supplied).

11.Check all joints & connections for leaks
