Ltd. accept no liability for products incorrectly installed or any damage to the floor, walls,
plumbing, vanity cabinet, sink, counter top, or personal injury during installation.

Check the chosen wall space for any pipes/cables prior to drilling

We recommend that Wall Mounted Vanity Units must be fastened to a load bearing wall.
Check the type of wall you are fixing into and use suitable fixings.

Observe all local plumbing and building codes & regulations.
Ensure the incoming mains water supply is switched off prior to commencing the installation.

For the following instructions, it is assumed that the in-wall/floor plumbing has already been
prepared.

Unpack the product then read these instructions before proceeding. Inspect the product for
damage. If any damage is found, contact our Customer Relations team.

Furniture Installation

This Instruction covers a variety of topics to help with your installation. Drawer Box Adjustment and Wall
Hanging. Diagrams are for illustration purposes only. Your Vanity Unit may superficially differ from these
drawings however the installation guide steps still apply.

Drawer Box Adjustment:
Adjust the

height of the
drawer to the

desired position
by turning the
thread left or
right.

Remove and Re-fit Drawer

. Remove the drawer from the cabinet prior to fitting the unit to the wall. Pull out the
drawer to its full extension and gently lift the drawer box upwards until it disengages
from the runner.

. To re-fit the drawer, fully extend the drawer runners and locate drawer box onto
runners. Push the drawer box fully in until you hear a ‘click’ The drawer should now be
correctly located onto the runners.

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Installation

Diagrams are for illustration purposes only. Your Vanity Unit may superficially differ
from these drawings however the installation guide steps still apply.

Step 1:

. Set the ‘Cabinet’ (A) at the desired height, then make a mark across the top of the
cabinet to the wall (allowing enough space for the thickness of the ‘sink’)

. Make another mark 140mm below the original marking, to set the height for the
‘Bracket’. Ensure the markings are level using a spirit level.

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Step 2:

. Place the ‘Bracket’ (E) above the bracket line and mark the holes in the wall ready
for drilling. Using an appropriate sized drill bit, carefully drill the holes in the walll
then insert the Rawl Plugs (B).

. Place the bracket over the drilled holes then using the ‘Screws’ (D) provided,
secure the unit to the wall by screwing into the ‘Rawl Plugs’

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. Once the bracket is securely fixed to the wall, mount the ‘Cabinet’ to the ‘Bracket’
ensuring the cabinet is stable.

. Mark the pre-drilled holes at the back of the plinth to the wall ready for drilling.
Remove the ‘Cabinet’ from the ‘Bracket’.

. Using an appropriately sized drill bit, carefully drill the holes in the marked
positions on the wall then insert the supplied ‘Rawl Plugs’ (B).

. Hang the ‘Cabinet’ back onto the ‘Bracket’, ensuring the cabinet is stable. Using
the ‘Screws’ (C) provided, secure the unit to the wall by screwing into the ‘Rawl
Plugs’. Ensure the ‘Cabinet’ is level using a spirit level.
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Step 5:
. Slide the two ‘Drawers’ into the ‘Cabinet’ by slotting the drawers onto the rails (as
seen in image below). Refer to the ‘Remove and Re-fit Drawer’ section (Page 3).

. To adjust the height of the ‘Drawers’, refer to the ‘Drawer Box Adjustment’ section
(Page 3).

Basin Installation:
. Pipe a Bead of good quality silicone sealant around the top edge of the ‘Cabinet’
and place the ‘Basin’ over the ‘Cabinet.

. Pipe a bead of good quality silicone sealant at the back to the ‘Basin’ to prevent
water ingress. Wipe away any excess silicone with a damp cloth and allow 24 hrs
for the sealant to fully dry. Ensure the ‘Basin’ is level using a spirit level.
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Worktop Installation:

. Place your chosen ‘Basin’ over the ‘Worktop’ surface and mark the waste hole for
the basin (and tap holes if applicable). Using an appropriately sized hole saw,
carefully cut out the holes in the ‘Worktop’.

. Pipe a Bead of good quality silicone sealant around the top edge of the ‘Cabinet’
and place the ‘Worktop’ over the ‘Cabinet’. Wipe away any excess silicone with a
damp cloth.
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. Pipe a fine bead of good quality silicone sealant along the base of the ‘Basin’.
Place the ‘Basin’ onto the ‘Worktop’ and wipe away the excess silicone with a
damp cloth and allow 24 hours for the sealant to fully dry. Ensure that all the
parts are level using a spirit level.

Cleaning and Maintenance:

Drawers, and Runners:

These should be wiped out with a damp soapy cloth and wiped dry with a soft cloth as
necessary. The roller runners and hinges are lubricated and should not be cleaned with a
degreasing agent as this will affect the action of the moving parts. Never lean on partially
or fully opened drawers in order to gain access to the units. The hinges are specified to
adequately support the weight of the drawer, plus small additional weights such as wire
accessories. It is advised that once the bathroom has been installed you should check
every six months that all screws on the hinges are tight.

Please Note: Unit is water resistant, but not waterproof. All spillages and splashes
should be wiped dry, failure to do so may shorten the life expectancy of the product and
invalidate any guarantees.

Recycling and Disposal:

Please recycle the packaging in accordance with your local government regulations on waste
handling and follow the same advice at the end of the products life.
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
