Install the handle facing outward Remove the door panel before mounting the wall
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Plan the position of the mirror cabinet Punch holes and install wall hanging accessories
a) Position the hanging piece on the upper wall according to the
measured value shown in the diagram
b) Mark the fixing hole on the wall according to the inner length of
the mirror cabinet, and insert the expansion bolt into the wall with
a depth of 10mm and at least 40mm, then use screws to fix the
hanging piece on the wall.

Clean regularly using with warm soapy water and polish with only a soft cloth. Any residues from soap, toiletries etc. should be
rinsed off straight after use. Household bleaches and cleaners containing harsh chemicals may damage the surface finish.
Avoid using abrasive cloths, scouring pads, scrub sponges, steel wool or anything similar. Lime-scale marks can be cleaned
using a diluted lime-scale remover used in accordance with manufacturers instructions.

Ceramic, glass and cast mineral marble basin products should be cleaned regularly with warm soapy water, then rinsed with
clean water and, if desired, dried and polished with a soft cloth. Lime scale deposits can be removed using a 50:50 solution of
warm water and lime scale remover and soft clean cloth. We recommend regular cleaning with Cream Polish SD150RW,
specially formulated to clean and help protect the surface of glass and cast mineral marble basins. Please also take care not to
damage the lacquered surface on the underside of the glass washbasin that gives the washbasin its colour. Damage to the
underside of the washbasin may be visible through the glass. Take care how you handle the washbasin prior to installation
and place it on a soft surface to avoid damage. Regularly clean worktop, carcass and drawer using a micro-fibre cloth. Do not
use abrasive cleaners or bleach as this will permanently damage the lacquered surfaces. If any maintenance is required then it
must be carried out by a qualified Plumber.
