Connect to the flow (inlet) side of the radiator.

Do not cover and keep free from dust.

Turn handle t¢ raveal the calibration marks dencting the
temperature at which the radiator will be turned off.

Turnad fully clockwise, the valve operates in frost
protection mode. Do not overtighten.

Usg the enclosed decorator's cap to fully shut the valve.

Balancing the radiators

Always use a qualified plumber to balance the radiators to ensure a
uniform temperatura throughout the radiater and optimal parfor-
mance of both the TRV and radiator.

Connection
Windsor valves are unidirectional. The TRV should be connected to the flow and the lockshield
to the return side of the radiator.

Cleaning
Abrasive and solvent cleaners should not be used when cleaning the valves to avoid the risk of
scratching the decorative surface.

Frost protaction
If heating is not required, tumn the control head fully clockwise. This allows the valve to open if
the temperature falls below 7°C.

Radiator removal

To remove the radiator, the valve must be fully shut off using the enclosed decorator's cap. Fully
remove the thermostatic head. Place the decorator’s cap on the valve pin and firmly screw the
thermostatic head back an ta the valve body.

Summer operation
If the heating system is to be out of use for a period of months it is
recommended that all TRVs are opened fully to allow free movement of water within the system.
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
