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. Installation Instructions

First shut off your water heating system then, with your mains stop cock closed,
open the lowest hot and cold taps in the house and allow to run until the cold
storage tank and pipes are empty (the hot water storage cylinder always remains
full).

Fitting isolating valves to the inlet feeds is recommended for ease of maintenance.
Remember to turn off the mains water supply before connecting to any existing pipe
work.

Fix the side valves to rigid connections or to the wall, align the spout ‘T connection
tothe side valves, and check if any alteration to the existing pipework is necessary.
After making any necessary alterations to the pipework, fit the valve covers and
remaining elements to the side valves.

Fit the spout into the T connection, confirming the spout exit is aligned downwards
vertically. then secure it firmly with set screw.

ATTENTION

Having first check all new connections, turn on the main stop cock, close all taps
except the mixer and as system starts to refill check for leaks.

Once you have satisfied yourself that there are no leaks, switch on the water
heating.
