TOOLS REQUIRED
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INSTALLATION OF WASHSTAND
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The washstand shown in these instructions are for illustration purposes
& only. All products in this range can be fitted using the guide below.

Position your washstand
in the required location,
ensuring all plumbing (if
required) is in place. If
needed, remove skirting
boards before fixing in place
and ensure that the unit is
level once in position.

Attach your washstand to the
wall with suitable fixings
(not supplied) using the 2

pre-drilled holes at the back of

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DRAWER FUNCTION
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IMPORTANT

For ease of installation, drawers can be removed.
Pull the drawer fully out and lift from the front
centre to release from the runners.

To replace drawers, line up with drawer runner,
ensuring metal hooks are pushed into the hole at
the back of the drawer. You will hear a click if the

drawer is replaced correctly.
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To adjust the height of the drawers,
locate the adjustment pin and turn
anti-clockwise to adjust the drawer
upwards, turn clockwise to adjust the
drawer downwards.
