For the next rows, installation does not require alternating rows. Install

Using a soft-faced hammer slightly tap the joints on the short side to
secure. This ensures 3x locking. one row after the other by starting with angling the long side, until the
short sides are in contact.

FINALIZE FLOOR

Finished? Remove spacers and cover gaps with a trim.

SECURING PLANKS

As you go, don't forget to use a soft-faced hammer on the short sides to

secure the locking.
