Instructions for Filter Replacement
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Open cold tap on sink and tum off cold water 2t mains. Ensure the system isde-pressurised and isolated from
the mainswater (Pic. 1)

Place bow! under Filter Assembly tocatch excess water. Remove Filter Assembly from Head by pushing up and
turning anticdockwise until the Filtar Assembly is ejectad from the quarter turn head (Pic. 2,3)
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Remove the Grey dip from the Assemblyby sliding the locking tab back [picture 4,5) squeezing the open lugs
[Pic. 6) and lifting out (Pic. 7).
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Remove the End Cap using the supplied removal tool [Pic. 8)

Remove the used Filter fromthe Bodyby slotting the removal tool aroundthefilter lug and pulling filter out
(Pic 10,11).Rinse and clean Housing if requirad.

Locate new Filter intothe Housing securely by rotating clockwise intothefiltersite in the Housing. Push firmly
to “seat the filter”, ensuring both ‘O-rings ontheafilter are engaged (Pic 12) CARYSIL
Replace ‘O’'-rings in end Cap (Pic13). Ensure the ‘O™-rings and cap grooves are CLEAN (no dust or other BRASSWARE

particleson any of the surfaces). Use the lubricantin the new ‘O’-ring pack to enzable 2n easy assembly.
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B} Locste End Cap ontoFilter Assembly so it is level [Pic. 15). Do nottry to push the End Cap in. Position Grey Clip
zzzinst the End Cap, ensuring thet open end is zway from thewire handle [Fic 16)
